Using Technology with Classroom Instruction that Works by Pitler, Hubbell, Kuhn,
Malenoski, Forward by Robert J. Marzano, ASCD, McREL, Denver, 2007.

This book is a must-read for educators excited about using technology to promote
learning in any classroom.

The book is arranged by the four planning questions

What will students learn?

Which strategies will provide evidence of student learning?

Which strategies will help students acquire and integrate learning?
Which strategies will help students practice, review and apply learning?

Later in the study of animal classification, parts of speech or number types the
teacher may ask scenario questions containing context clues and answers that
indicate appropriate action on the part of the learner to gain additional
information and draw conclusions.

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While the book does not mention this, many teachers develop media rich presentations in
PowerPoint and use elnstructi2 y CP&software functionality to gather data and provide
feedback. Using the same flow of questions, along with repetition and feedback, teachers can
successfully move students from gaining knowledge to critical thinking.
